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Foreword

The Misswon of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia to the European Union was first established in 1967. At that time, the burgeoning European
LEconomic Community was only ten years old. Now, fifty years later, the European Union has expanded and developed, both in size and in
scope. In this time, Saudi Arabia too has developed beyond recognition from a nascent nation_founded in 1932 by King Abdulaziz bin Abdul
Raliman, to a modern, sophisticated state and a major player on the regional and international stage.

For five decades, Saudi Arabia and the European Union have worked together in a spurit of exchange and mutual respect, collaborating at
every opportunity for the mutual benefit of both sides. This fruitful relationship that the Kingdom and the European Union’s member states
have enjoyed over this past half-century has contributed to the success of our economies and security objectives.

This relationship has hinged on regular and open exchanges at different levels of government and the private sector. Parliamentary
cooperation, for instance, has a long hustory in Saudi-EU ties. The Majlis Al-Shura — the Saudi consultative assembly has had meaningful
and frank exchanges with members of the dedicated Delegation for Relations with the Arabian Peninsula as well as Commuttee for Foreign
Affars in the European Parliament.

Effective diplomatic exchanges between our Munister of Foreign Affairs and the EU High Representative of the Union _for Foreign Affairs
and Security Policy/Vice-President of the Commission also contribute to the strong ties between the two sides. Regular visits to the Kingdom
paid by Senior European Commission representatives, as well as the visits of the Kingdom representatives from such bodies as the Al Shura
Council and the King Salman Relief foundation are instrumental to a_fruitful dialogue and show a shared desire to grow and modernise our
economies together.

These regular exchanges have also allowed us to_forge common ground on some of the most pressing foreign policy issues of the day. The
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia and the EU are united on a wide range of issues, be it the need for a Middle East peace process, the fight against
terrorism, support for international development programs, safeguarding the supply of energy, putting an end to the proliferation of weapons
of mass destruction and minimising the impact of global warming. The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, like the EUJ is commuited to peace and
securily as well as cooperation with its partners on development and trade, and will continues to strengthen its ties with its international
partners on the basis of mutual respect and openness.

Our relations are also shaped by the significant movement of people and goods between our countries, with, for example, 30,000 Saud:
students currently studying in European Universities. Furthermore, Saudi Arabia is the EU’s 15th biggest trading partner and our shared
trade was worth €53 billion in 2016. This could grow further with the reopening of talks on a fiee trade agreement with the Gulf
Cooperation Council countries as well as the interest shown in the Saudi Vision 2030 economic roadmap.

Saudi-EU relations have also blossomed multilaterally under the auspices of the EU-GCC cooperation agreement which provides for annual
Joint councils/ministerial meetings between the EU and the GCC foreign ministers, as well as the EU-LAS (League of Arab States)
Strategic Dialogue, which holds biannual Foreign Affairs Ministerial meetings between the EU and the LAS foreign ministers, both of which
contribute to strengthening stability in the region; facilitating political and economic relations between the economic blocs; and broadening
cooperation across a wide variety of sectors, including energy, industry, trade and services, agriculture, fisheries, investment, science, technology
and environment.
